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Activities to be completed and anticipated timeline (taken from the original proposal)

1. Update found literature to include that from 2008 (COMPLETE) 

2. Finish reading and characterizing literature (COMPLETE)
3. Reread and review all papers included in the review because the characterizations have emerged over time and earlier papers may not have been considered in light of all aspects associated with all characterizations. (to be completed by 30/4/09 – revised to 30/5/09)

4. Decide how to represent the review (narrative, Tables, Figures etc.) and develop the primary paper to be published – submit paper (to be completed by 30/6/09 – revised to 30/7/09)

Notes: We were one month later than anticipated in finishing the reading and analysis of the 2008 literature (#2). I expect that this will cause about the same amount of delay in finishing the rereading and reanalysis (#3) and the submission of the publication (#4). So we expect, with our revised timeline, to submit a paper by end of July. 

Our Process

Alicia Kronberg (MA international student from Trinidad) was hired as an RA with the EDC funds and she is fabulous. Her tasks have been:

1) Search for relevant literature from 2008; 2) Maintain and update the RefWorks database; 3) Read selected papers and meet regularly with team to make decisions about inclusion in the review and fit within the characterization format; 4) Consult about data representation.

We are working as a team of three, meeting weekly. We are following the process outlined in our proposal. In addition to myself and Alicia Kronberg, Mary Wilson, a PhD student, is working with us. Mary will take the review of the educational development literature we are completing for this project to another level – which should be of great interest and benefit to members of EDC and STLHE. She is basing her thesis on a new methodology (Meta-synthesis, Paterson, B.L.; Thorne, S.E.; Canam, C. & Jillings, C., 2001) used for systematic review of qualitative literature. Completion of her thesis is expected in 2010. So the EDC funds awarded to me will have even further impact!
