Title— VIEDA Scholarship of Teaching and Learning Educational Developers' Workshop

As you will recall from our proposal, our plan is to develop and deliver a workshop specifically for educational developers that will address an ongoing need in BC (and beyond) to support them in supporting those in their institutions engaged in the Scholarship of Teaching and Learning. The organizing group is the collaborative Vancouver Island Educational Developers' Alliance (VIEDA—member institutions above), which has successfully already mounted a symposium (June 2008 at UVic) on “getting started in the scholarship of teaching and learning,” and is now busy planning and getting ready for the imminent delivery of the next symposium to be held on May 8 at VIU and entitled “asking questions about student learning” http://www.viu.ca/teaching/sotl2009.asp 
The minute the May 8 event is completed we will move our full attention to the implementation of the specialized EDC event where we will unpack our processes and lessons learned in such a way that they can then be adapted for the specific educational developers’ support context and for a wide range of institutions. Planning for this event is already underway. Materials are being developed and discussions are coalescing regarding attaching the EDC-sponsored event to the UCIPD event in October, thus making it as accessible as possible for as many educational developers as possible in BC, Alberta and beyond. In addition, an extensive integrated bibliography is being researched that we hope will serve many ED colleagues far beyond the EDC event itself. We thank the grant committee again for this opportunity and look forward to presenting our final report at the end of the year.
