2. Educational findings/outcomes

The grant enabled us to hire Graduate Research Assistants at Lakehead and Laurier to assist in the collection and analysis of the course syllabi and in the design of the survey instrument.

So far there have not been any major surprises.  There have been a few faculty who choose not to have their syllabi included in the project, but the vast majority are supportive.

We have not reached the point yet of sharing findings.  Once we are finished the research, we plan to disseminate through developing workshops and other resources at each institution, through presentations at teaching and learning conferences such as the Society for Teaching and Learning in Higher Education and the Educational Developers Conference, through articles prepared for teaching and learning newsletters and journals, and through an executive summary to department chairs who review course syllabi, faculty deans and curriculum committees.
